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DISKURS, MITOVI I SEKSUALNO NASILJE

U ovom radu pokusacemo da ukazemo na razli¢itost u opazanju seksualnog nasilja,
odnosno, da se sam ¢in moze prikazati dvoznacno, u zavisnosti od onog koji ga opisuje,
kao i da ukazemo na ¢injenicu da mitovi o silovanju, koji su duboko inkorporirani u
diskurs jedne drustvene zajednice, doprinose da se odgovornost za silovanje pripisuje i
samim zrtvama. Mitovi o silovanju su stavovi i verovanja koja su obi¢no lazna
(netacna), ali su Siroko i ucestalo prihva¢ena. Medu funkcijma koje se pripisuju
mitovima o silovanju, jedna od najvaznijih je njihova uloga u poricanju i nepridavanju
znacaja zloCinu koji dozivi znatan deo zenske populacije. Oni oznaCavaju Cesto
kontradiktorne i fragmentarne komplekse predstava, normi i modela koji upravljaju
ponasanjem i obezbeduju za njih opravdanje i racionalizaciju. Na taj nacin, mitovi o
silovanju ,,nude* nacine objasnjenja za socijalnu interakciju koja bi mogla biti
oznacena kao silovanje. Takode, pokusaéemo da ukazemo na Cinjenicu da mitovi o
silovanju mogu uticati i na to kako ¢e i sama zrtva opazati svoja prinudna seksualna
iskustva, odnosno, da se i sama zrtva moze oslanjati na njih kako bi opravdala
partnerovo ponasanje i umanjila ozbiljnost nezeljenog seksualnog kontakta i prinude.

In this paper we try to point out the differences in perception of sexual violence, more exactly,
that the act may appear ambiguous, depending on the one that describes him, and to point to
the fact that the myths about rape that are deeply incorporated into the discourse of a
community, contributions to responsibility for rape attributed the victims themselves. Myths
about rape are the attitudes and beliefs that are generally false, but are widely and



frequently accepted. Certain functions appear especially important, in particular, denial
and trivialization of crimes that affect a substantial proportion of the female population.
They indicate the often contradictory and fragmentary complexes of notion, norms and
models which guide conduct and allow for its justification and rationalization. In this
way, myths about rape “offer” ways of explanations for social interaction that could be
labeled as rape. Also, try to point out the fact that the myths about rape, may also
influence how the victim will perceive their sexual experience, that the victim can rely
on them to justify the partner’s behavior and minimize the severity of unwanted sexual
contact and coercion.
